The objective of this course is to better 
understand the causes and consequences 
of climate change, as well as to look into the 
adaptation and mitigation strategies focusing on 
French and European examples.

World Class Museums 
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1&2

An introduction to art and art history through an 
overview of the cultural heritage and museums 
of the Lille region in the heart of Europe. Many 
class sessions will take place within the museums 
themselves.

Introduction to Art and Cinema   
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP2

An overview of French art and cinema and the 
study of visual cultures more generally, examining 
various ways of ‘reading’ a piece of art - whether 
a painting, a photograph, or a film - from different 
periods of French and regional history, both 
in class and through visits to various local and 
regional art museums.

Introduction to French & Francophone 
Women Writers
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1

An overview of the literary representation 
of gendered experiences in personal stories 
authored by a range of leading contemporary 
female French-speaking writers. 

European Humanism: Light and Shadow 
of a Common History
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1

This course offers an immersive experience 
around Europe. It leads students to question the 
idea of a European common history and highlights 
its light and shadow. It will give students keys to 
understanding current European issues through 
the interweaving of European political, social, and 
cultural history, from Antiquity to contemporary 
European construction.

The Contentious Relationship between 
Science and Religion
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1

This course shall explore the relationship between 
science and religion in the West, including 
the mutual implications, the places where 
developments in one may benefit the other, and 
the possibility that the two can be harmonized. 
We will explore the relationship between 
scientific and theological methods and modes 
of knowledge, and consider some of the central 
topics of Christian theology in the light of modern 
scientific evidence and theories.

Techniques of Illustration and Colour Studies
Contact Hours: 39 / English / ESP2

A practical and theoretical introduction 
to illustration for comics. This course will 
provide drawing lessons (anatomy, live model, 
charadesign), concept design, colours studies, 
narrative illustration and some basics in digital 
animation. A small comics or fanzine will be 
produced at the end.
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BUSINESS & COMMUNICATION

From Idea to Cash: Generative AI 
for Entrepreneurial Innovation
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1&2

Embark on an entrepreneurial odyssey with a 
dynamic course designed to catalyze your journey 
from conceptualization to monetization through 
the power of generative artificial intelligence (AI). 
Blending the legacy of traditional industries, this 
program is tailor-made for aspiring entrepreneurs 
who aim to lead the marketplace with innovation 
and finesse.

Corporate Culture, Human Resources 
& Innovation
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1&2

An overview of the role of Human Resources 
as a strategic and innovative business partner, 
the influence of Corporate Culture on an 
organization’s agility, and the promotion of 
innovation, diversity, and well-being.

CLARIFE
International Teamwork & Communication
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1&2

A theoretical and practical introduction to a 
wide range of issues concerning teamwork 
and communication in an international and 
intercultural environment.  

POLITICAL SCIENCE & LAW

European Union Policy Making
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1&2

An overview of the European Union, its policies 
and interactions with Member States, and the 
varied economic, social, and environmental 
problems it is facing. This course includes a visit 
to the interactive Parlamentarium in Brussels.

Introduction to European Studies: 
History, Politics, and Society
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP2 

A broad overview of current and classical themes 
of European integration in relation to current 
challenges faced by the EU and Member States 
and their interactions with the rest of the world. 
This course includes a visit to the interactive 
Parlamentarium in Brussels.

European Security Architecture and Conflicts 
in Europe
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP2

The main objective of the course is to familiarize 
the students with the philosophical and diplomatic 
disagreements on European security and the 
main reasons of the conflicts in Europe, with a 
view of wider European security architecture. The 
course will also discuss the role of international 
organizations (OSCE, EU, UN) and actors (EU, 
USA, Russia) in tackling European security 
dilemmas and conflict resolution processes.
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TAUGHT IN FRENCH

CLARIFE
Communication Française (minimum A2+) 
Contact Hours: 39 | French | ESP1&2

This course aims to advance student skills and 
knowledge in relation to the French language 
of gesture, idioms, expressions of opinion, 
judgement, and agreement/disagreement,
in a variety of cultural and social situations.

Le Cinéma Franco-Belge Contemporain 
(minimum B2+)
Contact Hours: 39 | French | ESP1  

An overview of French and Belgian film cultures, 
film vocabulary, formal film analysis, and film 
theory, across period and genre, and through a 
variety of critical lenses.

HEALTH STUDIES

Health: a Common Good
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP2

This course examines how health needs are 
understood and addressed in our societies in 
relation to various disciplines, including sociology, 
anthropology, economics, and more, in order to 
help nourish critical thinking regarding the place of 
health in our home societies.



SUSTAINABILITY & THE SCIENCES 

Environmental Science
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1

This course will introduce students to the 
dynamics of natural environments from geological, 
biological, and chemical perspectives. Students 
will examine environmental issues through 
case studies, laboratory assignments, directed 
research, and discussion. This course also offers 
a specialized module entitled Lille: Quarries, Coal, 
and Coastlines. The module is focused on the 
many unique environmental activities in the area 
of Lille; including historical Roman mines, current 
identification of biodiversity on waste piles, and 
future considerations of preserving GeoHeritage 
sites on France’s northern coast. 

Energy Transition and Renewable Energies
Contact Hours: 39 | English | ESP1&2

This course will provide students with 
fundamentals of energy and an overview of 
renewable energies and their applications, 
including fundamentals of Energy, Energy 
transition and Renewable Energy Sources, 
Photovoltaic installation, Solar Thermal Energy 
Systems, Wind Energy Systems, Biomass and 
other sources, LCC and LCA of renewable energy 
sources. 
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A strong commitment 
to transition, 
preparing the world 
of tomorrow

In 2022, the University reaffirmed its 
commitment to the climate through the 
#ClimateItIsTime (#ClimatIlEstTemps) 
campaign and through numerous 
conferences, workshops, and other activities. 
The end of the year was marked by the 
very first “University Climate Convention,” 
which brought together the entire University 
community – students, faculty, staff, and local 
residents.

The commitment of the Université 
Catholique de Lille is shared across its 
faculties and schools, many of which 
offer specialized programs emphasizing 
sustainable development. Recent years have 
seen the emergence of additional spaces for 
education, research, and experimentation. 
New buildings have been designed and built 
in order to limit their carbon impact and 
demonstrate good practices. The campus 
now benefits from more than 2,000 m2

of solar panels and 15 energy transition 
experimentation sites, as well as from strong 
student participation, including 40 student 
associations dedicated to the environment.
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For 25 years, the European Summer Program has been the catalyst of many students’ 
international journeys. It has helped them become more empowered and active as 
today’s global citizens.

Founded in 1066 by the Count of Flanders, Lille 
– Rijsel in Flemish – became an important trading 
and stock market point on the route between the 
rich Flemish towns and the Champagne fairs. As 
evident from some of its architecture, Lille was 
successively Flemish, Burgundian, and Spanish 
before finally becoming French in 1667 under 
Louis XIV, whose military engineer, Vauban, built 
Lille’s impressive Citadel. 

Yet the city has never stopped reinventing itself 
through successive economic, social, and power 
shifts. Lille’s strategic location and the area’s rich 
resources have made it one of the most fought 
over regions in Europe, a history visible today 
particularly through the numerous memorials from 
the last two World Wars in the region, toured by 
national and international visitors each year. 

 BIG CITY ADVANTAGES  
 WITH  SMALL CITY 
 ATMOSPHERE 

Lille enjoys all of the conveniences of being at 
the centre of a cross-border urban zone with 
a population of over 2 million, yet remains a 
“human-sized” university city with under 250,000 
inhabitants, nearly half of whom are under age 
30! Visitors can get around easily on foot or by 
bicycle. Public transport also offers the metro, the 
tramway, and many bus lines running frequently 
and late into the night, not to mention convenient 
train connections to the rest of the region and 
indeed Europe as a whole.

LILLE

a city of art, 
culture, and 
history
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Since its designation as a European Capital of 
Culture in 2004, Lille Métropole has sponsored 
themed arts festivals with specific international 
connections every few years. The city was also 
designated a World Design Capital in 2020. But 
the arts are on display all year, every year. Lille 
boasts a significant number of theatres, concert 
venues, movie theatres, an opera house, and 
a national orchestra. Annual cultural events 
include, among many others, the Lille Piano(s) 
Festival, International Independent Movie Week, 
the international “Series Mania” festival, the 
Wazemmes accordion festival, and the “Fête de 

la Musique” (country-wide) on 21 June with free 
concerts all over town. 

And then there are all the world-renowned 
museums in the region, which include the 
centrally-located Palais des Beaux-Arts (boasting 
the largest art collection in France outside of 
Paris), the Louvre-Lens (a nearby outpost of the 
Louvre itself), La Piscine in Roubaix (built in a 
former art deco swimming pool), and a modern art 
museum with a unique collection. Most museums 
are free or have reduced rates for students.
